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About Digital Panchayat Youth Fellowship (DPYF)Programme

Supported by Microsoft, Digital Panchayat Youth Fellowship (DPYF) programme is an extension of the
existing Digital Panchayat programme that allows young fellows to travel and work with a cluster of
panchayats at a district level. The tasks of the fellows are cut out to make elected members digitally
literate and collect content of the panchayats and put them online through Digital Panchayat website.
The programme not only allowed digital fellows to train panchayat members and officials to digitally
literate but also given them exposure to have understanding how panchayats work.

Objectives

Identifying 10 youth digital experts and putting them as Digital Youth Fellow for Digital
Empowerment of Panchayats;

Placing them in 5 different locations in 5 different states (2 in each location) to put together 20
new Panchayat online (@ 2each) and digitally literate 50 young Panchayat members (@5 in each
location) with a mix of 50% members as women Panchayat members

Launch of Digital Youth Fellowships event with selected Youths for Fellowship & Panchayat
members below the age of 35 and ensuring their active participation;

Double quality check of websites — firstly at content level and secondly at implementation leve
Each Digital Youth Fellows was supposed to create Facebook Digital Panchayat page and
continuously monitor and manage the Facebook

Digital Panchayat Youth Fellowship (DPYF) was launched on the month of October with the
identification of panchayats in 6 locations of the country. Along with the identification of panchayats,
on a parallel side, 8 Digital Youth Fellows have also been identified to visit 6 locations — Alwar & Baran
(Rajasthan), Guna (Madhya Pradesh), Kanpur & Varanasi (Uttar Pradesh), Mewat (Harayana). The
fellowship period for these fellows was minimum one month.

To initiate the programme, the first Master Training programme was organized on 25 October 2014 at
DEF Delhi office to guide these fellows on how to work with communities under various programmes
that have Information Communication Technology (ICT) applications, usage and utility.

Further, fellows were allowed to visit selected panchayats to provide training and capacity building
programme on digital skills and collected content related to panchayats. Each fellow member
organized informal workshop with panchayat representatives and secretaries and enabled them how
to digital tools and applications such as mobile phones, camera, internet, computer and also trained
them to search information for their use using internet. The workshop also enabled panchayat
members to use computers, webcam, taking printout, taking photos through webcam, digital
photography, touch and feel and playing with touchpads, laptops, tablets, mobiles.

Eight fellows covered overall 123 panchayats and collected content for them. Moreover, fellows have
also uploaded content in a form of photos and videos at CIRC Facebook Community Page to extend
the outreach of the content.

One month fellowship programme was concluded with the Digital Panchayat Summit organized on
the occasion of Manthan Awards Asia Pacific 2013 at the India Habitat Centre (IHC), New Delhi on 6
December 2013. Fellows were received certificate of completing their fellowship programme.

Outcome of the programme is this that the Digital Youth Fellowship programme has become an
integral part of each projects and it will be continued this year covering 500 more panchayats across
the country.
